Rail improvement work on the North Downs line

Network Rail will be carrying out nine days of signal upgrade works between
Reading and Guildford this February, affecting train services along the North Downs line
from Saturday 10 to Sunday 18 February.

Train services on the line will resume from Monday 19 February.
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What you need to know:

e No trains will run between Reading and Bracknell/Gatwick Airport

e Replacement buses will run instead between these stations

¢ Buses will extend to Ascot on Sundays as well as between Aldershot and Guildford
on Sunday 18 February only

e (Other train operators will continue to run between Redhill and Reigate/Gatwick
Airport as well as between Aldershot and Guildford (except Sunday 18 February)
