e@ between Swindon and Bristol Parkway. Most trains TO South Wales will depart from London Paddington, Reading, (Didcot Parkway) and Swindon much EARLIER
than usual. Some trains will no longer call at Didcot Parkway with other trains calling there additionally instead. Some trains between London Paddington,
9@ Reading, Didcot Parkway, Swindon and Bristol Temple Meads will be retimed, and some additional trains will also run. Passengers are strongly advised to

@@ Monday to Thursday - The 2330 Cardiff Central to Bristol Temple Meads will be slightly retimed from Severn Tunnel Junction onwards, and will not call at
Stapleton Road or Lawrence Hill.
